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Abstract. This article examines issues related to
the possibility of the presence of elements of Celtic culture
and their carriers of in Scandinavia during the Roman Iron
Age. It has been reviewed the ethnic affiliation of many
northern tribes mentioned by ancient authors is highly
controversial and requires that the processes of cultivation
of Scandinavian tribes be taken into account in the course
of trade contacts, migrations caused by military conflicts,
as well as naturally induced negative changes in habitat
and its depletion during economic development.
One of the reasons for the Celtic trade expansions to
northeastern Europe may have been the search for sources
of amber, which was highly valued in international trade,
served as an intertribal exchange commodity, and also held
sacred and cult significance. Archaeological and historical-
anthropological research data indicate a possible Celtic
presence on the Scandinavian Peninsula in Rogaland.
Celtic tribes assimilated by the Germanic tribes could have
represented the population of the aforementioned region.
