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Abstract. The paper aims to characterize how Japanese
people perceived the Emperor during the first months
of American occupation. Based on the analysis of Japanese
letters to D. MacArthur, the leader of the occupation,
the author claims that public support for the Emperor
of Japan remained particularly high even amid
postwar political and social uncertainty. The author
demonstrates differences in the reasoning of people who
either supported or opposed the emperor: people from
privileged social groups emphasized the importance
of the emperor’s integrative function and his symbolic
significance, whereas common people were inclined to
believe more affective and religious interpretations, closely
connected with the emperor’s “divine nature”. Besides,
the author notes that D. MacArthur, who was believed to
be the nominal leader of the occupation, was endowed
with a specific figurative role as the “father” similar to that
of the Emperor of Japan.
